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Teacher Retirement System
Under 1975 Legislative Act No. 1108, The Full-Time Public Education Act, all permanent full-time employees of any public institution of learning in the State shall become members of the Teacher Retirement System as a condition of employment. Information booklets on the Teacher Retirement System are available in the Office of Human Resources. Personnel are encouraged to familiarize themselves with the booklet entitled TRS Member Handbook: Teachers’ Retirement System, which is published by the State. Permanent part-time employees who work 20-39 hours per week are eligible to participate in the Teacher Retirement System.
